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By LAWS

ARTICLE I 

NAME

The name of this car club shall be THE SHIFTERS CAR CLUB, an unincorporated association.  Here after referred to as THE SHIFTERS.

ARTICLE II

OFFICE LOCATION/MAILING ADDRESS


There shall be a principal MEETING and mailing address for THE SHIFTERS of 1571 South Main Street, Willits, California 95490. 

ARTICLE III 
PURPOSES

A. To operate and maintain an organization that will encourage and promote the admiration and ownership, care and maintenance, with safe and courteous operation, of a “Collector’s Car” defined herein as any pre 1970 automobile.  

B. To serve as a medium of exchange for ideas and information for owners of the vehicle/s to aid them in restoring, modifying and preserving these automobiles.

C. To unite in a local organization, owners of vehicle/s who are interested in restoring and maintaining their automobiles in a manner that will promote admiration and respect within the community.

D. To provide a family oriented social group for club members whereby they can meet, socialize, and maintain a sprit of good fellowship, and to participate in activities including the use of their vehicle/s.

E. To further the interests of owners and drivers of their vehicle/s and to promote the safety and enjoyment of same in all phases of motoring.

F. To engage in any diverse activity related to the above purposes listed or other activities recommended by members of this organization and approved by the officers of the Shifters.

ARTICLE IV.
APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP

A. Membership in THE SHIFTERS shall require an active member as a sponsor, and as a prerequisite, an interest in the pre 1970 automobiles.

B. Members shall have State required financial responsibility, i.e. possession of public liability and property damage insurance on each vehicle participating in club events.  This must be in affect at all times.

C. Members must possess a valid California Drivers License.

D. Any person under the age of 18 years old who wishes to become a member must have the approval of a majority of the club members present.

E. At their first meeting any person interested in becoming a member of the Shifters will receive a copy of the Club’s By Laws.  They will also receive an application form with a “Hold Harmless” agreement on the reverse side.  Person applying for membership must read and sign the application form and be in agreement with all information enclosed before a vote is taken to possible vote them in as a member.

F. Persons becoming a new member must be an individual of good character in the community and show as interest in the concerns and opinions of other club members.  They must also attend (3) official club functions.

G. Six no votes will reject the applicant for membership.  A letter and phone call will inform you of the results and the voting results recorded on your application.

ARTICLE V.

MEMBERSHIP

Section 1: Types of Membership

A. Active Member – Any person owning or interested in owning a per 1970 automobile may become an active member in this organization and be entitled to all of its privileges upon payment of the dues as provided in the BY-LAWS, and other qualifications stated therein.  There will be one vote per active member, with a member being one individual person.  

Section 2: Dues

A. Active membership dues shall be $25.00 per year, per family.

B. Annual dues shall be payable by January 31, 31 days from the beginning of the calendar year.  (Refer to Article V membership Section 3 Expulsion, sub Section A)  Initial dues for new members shall be $25.00 or pro-rated for the balance of that calendar year.

Section 3:  Expulsion


Membership privileges are void for the following reasons:

A. Non-payment of dues at the end of thirty one (31) days after the current calendar year.

B. For any reason deemed detrimental or injurious to THE SHIFTERS by unanimous vote of the club members present at the meeting, including but not limited to: Any breach of the BY-LAWS
 of THE SHIFTERS; drunk or disorderly conduct at any club event and reckless or exhibitionist  driving at any of THE SHIFTERS sponsored function; flagrant and/or infringement of, expiration of, or cancellation of a member’s insurance policy or drivers license immediately invalidates his/her membership in THE SHIFTERS.

C. If a member has his or her membership privileges voided due to Article V “Membership” Section 3 A or B, he or she may request an appeal with a letter of intent to the Board of Directors.  If Board votes to reintroduce member, said member must go through same procedure as a new applicant for membership as written in By Laws Article IV.

Section 4: SHIFTERS Responsibility on Termination of Membership

A. Upon termination of membership it is understood that no liability for the actions of the outgoing member or members will be sustained by the club.  Any and all dues paid in advance by such a member automatically is forfeited to THE SHIFTERS  and will not be returned to the member under any circumstances.

ARTICLE VI.
OFFICERS

Section 1: Definition

A. The elected officers of the SHIFTERS shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Sergeant at Arms.

Section 2: Election of Officers

A. Those people who wish to hold an office must be nominated or submit their name in writing at the November meeting.

B. Election of officers by majority vote, shall be requested by members in good standing from the Secretary and returned to the Secretary prior to the election meeting.

C. All officers of THE SHIFTERS shall be active members in good standing.

D. Should any of the officers resign or become unable to hold office before the end of the elected term, the President shall call a meeting of the Board of Directors and will select a qualified active member to fill the vacancy for the remaining regular scheduled membership meeting.

E. The officers of the SHIFTERS are elected by the members present on a three (3), two (2) officer rotation.  Three officers elected on an even year, two officers elected on off year for a total of (5) officers.  This is to maintain a balance of experience for incoming officers.  These officers are elected for a (2) two year term, beginning January 1.  After these officers are elected in December business meeting, they will hold a special meeting before the end of the year to select between themselves which office they wish to participate in for the following year.  After the officer has served his or her two year term they must wait for one year before he or she may accept another nomination for office.

Section 3: Duties

A. President:  The President of THE SHIFTERS shall preside at all monthly meetings and perform the duties of the office.  The President my call special meetings of the members and may appoint committees.

B. Vice-President:  In the absence of the President, the duties of that office shall be performed by the Vice-President.  The Vice-President may be delegated to other duties by the President which are deemed necessary for efficient operation of the club.

C. Secretary:  The Secretary shall attend all meetings and shall record all minutes and votes.  The Vice-President shall assist the Secretary in maintaining a monthly rooster of all club members, give all notices of meetings, have custody of the club’s records.  In the absence of the Secretary from any meeting, a Secretary pro tem shall be selected by the presiding officer.

D. Treasurer:  The Treasurer shall:

1. Have custody of all financial obligations concerning THE SHIFTERS.

2. Receive all funds for the club and deposit funds in the club account in a timely manner.

3. Pay all club debts upon approval of the Board of Directors, and be responsible for maintaining club mail in a manner so designated by the President. (a) An alternate will be appointed as backup in the event of sickness, vacation, or other times that the Treasurer is unable to pick-up the correspondence.

4. Sign in the club name, all checks for payment of money.  All checks require a second signature, the President or one of the other officers.

5. Give a financial report as to the status of the club at each monthly meeting, and if so required at any other meeting of the Board of Directors.

6. Present club financial records for review and/or audit by the Board of Directors at least once each calendar year. Any obligation, or other liability greater than $50.00 shall not be incurred without the specific approval of the Board of Directors.

E. Membership Chair person:  The Membership Chairman will receive all perspective new members applications for processing, will be listed on the advertising to answer calls on information, maintain active membership lists, provide renewal notification, and report of the results of dues.

F. Editor(s):  The Editor(s) will compile the monthly newsletter, secure advertising, arrange for printing, and insure that is mailed once each month to each active club member, sponsor, advertiser, and exchange club.

ARTICLE VII.  
Board of Directors

A. The Board of Directors of THE SHIFTERS shall be composed of one (1) club member and the club’s President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Sergeant at Arms and Membership Chair Person for a total of seven (7).  Supervision of the affairs and interest of the club shall be vested in the Board of Directors.  The general duties shall be to maintain an active supervision of the affairs of the club and consider all official business presented.  It is highly recommended that the Board of Directors meet before the general meeting as necessary or at least once ever quarter at such time and place as may be determined by the Chair of the Board, who shall be the President.  The President may call a special meeting of Board of Directors at any time, and a special meeting may be called upon written request of any two (2) members of the Board.  At least two (2) days notice by mail or one (1) day notice by telephone of such meeting must be given to the members of the Board of Directors, and the notice must state the object of such a special meeting. The Board of Directors are required to attend ¾ of all Board meetings and membership meetings. Quorum necessary to do business shall be four (4).

ARTICLE VIII.
MISCELLANEOUS

Section 1: Monthly Meetings

A. The meeting shall occur as scheduled at least once a month.  This date is subject to change upon approval of the majority of the membership present at the meeting.  Meetings will be held on the second Thursday of each month in Willits, California.

Section 2: Absentee Ballots


Voting by absentee ballot shall not be allowed for the election of officers.

Section 4: Order of Business


The order of business at a Board and/or membership meeting shall be as follows:

A. President shall call meeting to order.

B. Reading and approval or correction of the minutes of the last meetings (Sec).

C. Report from the Treasurer.

D. Committee or Chairman reports.

E. Old Business (unfinished from the last meeting).

F. New Business.

G. General announcements for good of the order.

H. Adjournment.

The order of business may be suspended by a majority vote of the members present.

Section 5:  Advertising of Commercial Business

A. The Board of Directors will appoint a committee to approve those who want to promote car related products at club functions.  This will be done by placing literature on a table so that it may be picked up later.

Section 6:  Appointment of Committees

A. The President shall appoint such committees as he/she deems necessary and shall outline the duties and responsibilities of each committee.  A majority of the entire committee must sanction all reports and/or action taken by the committee.

Section 7:  Amendment to BY-LAWS

A. See Section 13: By Law Review

Section 8:  Personal Liability

A. All persons or corporations extending credit to, contracting with, or having any claim against the club or the officers shall look only to the funds and property of the club for payment of any contract or claim for payment of any debt, damage, judgment, or decree or any other money that may otherwise become due or payable to them from the officers, so that neither the members of the club, the officers, present, or future, or sponsor, shall be liable personally thereafter.

Section 9:  Fiscal Year

A. The fiscal year of the club shall be from January  l to December 31st.

Section 10:  Attorneys Fees

A. All members agree that if a dispute should arise between a member and THE SHIFTERS, resulting in the institution of legal action, the prevailing  party shall be entitled to recover attorney fees and costs arising from said action.

Section 11:  Clubs  Clothing/Logo

A. Clubs Clothing/Attire from time to time will be approved by members at large and only these items will be considered as such.  To date the Clubs Clothing/Attire consist of hat, tee shirts, sweat shirts, wool jacket (clubs jacket), wind breaker and drag plate.  All the above items are for members in good standing only.
B. Logo is that of the drag plate and the backing of the clubs wool jacket.  The clubs colors are gray and red.

Section 12:  Clubs Money/Use Of

A. As the Club takes in money, such money should be designated for a specific use and recorded in the Clubs minutes and Treasurer report.
